
This limited edition is a 'single cru' cognac, produced from vineyard to 
bottle by the Tessendier family, on its estate at Domaine du Buisson 
in the Borderies growing region of Cognac. The eau-de-vie is aged 12 
years in French oak barrels, then finished for 9 months in new 

Japanese oak barrels, made from Mizunara wood.
